Mindset:

9. Visit the store you are doing and get their stuff, cups, and advertisements.  All of these things have their logos and themes on them and are small enough for a shoebox.

10.  Look in your trashcan.  You are throwing away things everyday that you could use in your store.  For example, hard plastic makes great windows, cardboard can be folded and shaped to make furniture.
