You are a professional consulting group hired by medium-sized city that does not currently have a professional sports team. Your job is to design a comprehensive proposal that will bring a professional baseball, football, soccer, or basketball team to your city. (For example, the NFL has in the past went out for bids for a new NFL Franchise.  As a result, Jacksonville Jaguars, Carolina Panthers, and the New Cleveland Browns won NFL franchises for their cities)

Work alone and complete the following:  140 pts.  Their will be an example being passed around class and I want this proposal to be in this format.  
1. Include city and regional demographics and information about the city current infrastructure (climate, hotels, restaurants, potential fan base and community support---- This will be your viewpoint as the owner).

2. Remember if you propose for a Football Franchise you are trying to convince the NFL to give you a sports franchise…..Soccer/MLS….Baseball/MLB.

3. Outline 2 special incentives (for example outline the new stadium deal between the owner and the state/city, hotels surrounding stadium/arena complex---tax incentives) that your state/city will offer to the possibly lure/attract the new franchise owner. 

4. Look various new stadium projects completed in the last 3 years or currently under construction, now devise you own schematic drawing of your own baseball stadium, basketball arena, football stadium, soccer field, ext. 

Include on a separate sheet of paper the following:

a. Come Up with a team name, example----The New Orleans Hurricanes or the Las Vegas Outlaws 
b. Give the name of one Free Agent/Player you covet for your new franchise.  Give the reason why he would be a good fit, his marketability, what demographic he would attract.  His revenue for a particular product.
c. Specific area location of the stadium in the New City

d. What type of feature(s) will the new ballpark have to make it different (unique) from other existing venues/stadiums (Liberty Bell in Philadelphia, Train in Houston, and Green Monster in Boston)

e. Name the New Stadium, with a Corporate Sponsor Deal, example Citizens Bank Park and Citizens Bank (local Philadelphia ties)

f. List 4 Local Sponsors, and make their logo visible within the new venue or ballpark/stadium.

g. Name 5 other entertainment events which will play in your new ballpark/stadium within the first year of opening (concert) include the play dates and the revenue they will bring in, provide details.

h.  Compose a business proposal which you will then propose your idea for the new team and stadium to the class. Proposal must have cover page, table of contents, and content of the proposal. Graphics and fonts must be used in a professional manner.  Remember this is not a Flyer or an Ad this is a business proposal.  Also GOOGLE business proposals to get an idea of how what a professional proposal looks like.
