I prepared the document as a model for my students to follow.  I explained that while there are particular requirements that must be in the portfolio and in a particular sequence (for my sanity during the review process), this was a reflection of them and their accomplishments.  Creativity and personalization are allowed.

Cut, paste, add, delete…. whatever you feel will be most beneficial for your students. 

This is a great way to find out what they enjoyed and how they grew during the year.

I’ll be adding an exit interview portion to this assignment.  I’ll have the student share and present their portfolios and then ask them questions.
