Parent Interview Assignment
The fourth commandment

This assignment is meant to give you and your parents a chance to connect about issues you may not often discuss.  It is not meant to be intrusive.  If for some reason there are questions your parents do not want to answer for this report, please respect those wishes.  

Directions:  Have a discussion with your parents (or guardians) interview style where you ask them leading questions and take notes on their responses.  You will then turn the notes into a well-written report with complete sentences and paragraphs.   The goal is to learn something new about your parents and also begin a dialogue about issues that may be important in your relationship.

Final report should be typed, 12pt Times New Roman, double-spaced -- one-inch margins. It should be at least a page and include your parent’s ideas and remembrances as well as your reaction in a separate paragraph at the end.

The following questions are a guide to get you started, do not limit yourself to just these, and go where the conversation takes you.

Opening Questions (8):
What were the best memories you have of high school years?
Who were your friends and what were they like?

What kind of music did you listen to? 

What sports, clubs etc. did you participate in? (If you already know that your Dad was very involved with baseball, find out about your Mom’s history on the Pom-pom squad, in yearbook, the one time she sang on-stage, etc)

Moving into the interview (12):
If you had the chance, is there something you would have done over or done differently in high school?

Was it hard for you to obey your parent’s rules for things like curfew, telephone use, etc?

 Did you find it easy or hard to get along with your parents during your teenage years?
Why? Was there a rule that bothered you the most?
As a parent today, has your viewpoint on your own parent’s rules and decisions changed?

How have your own experiences influenced the rules you have for me?

Do you think you are harder or more lenient than your own parents were?
What values do you hope the rules you have for me will teach me?

Why are those values important?  Are they the only values you think I should have?  What are some others?  Are there faith or spiritual values you hope I develop?

You MUST conclude your report with your own reactions in a separate paragraph at the end.  It should note what new things you learned about your parents. (8 points)
