RAMSEY RULES
1.  STAY IN YOUR SEAT.  Remain in your seat at all times.  Exceptions are sharpening your pencil, talking to me at my desk, throwing trash away, or if I ask you to move to another seat.

2.  DO NOT PASS NOTES OR WORK ON ANY OTHER SUBJECT IN CLASS.  During class time you need to do your work.  I will take up and throw away anything not related to this class

3.  NO THROWING OBJECTS.  This means at each other or the trash can.  Get up and walk to the trash can.

4.  APPROPRIATE LANGUAGE AND BEHAVIOR WILL BE USED AT ALL TIMES.  You must be respectful to me and your classmates by acting appropriately in this class room.

5.  REFRAIN FROM TALKING DURING INSTRUCTION TIME.  There will be no talking while I am talking or giving you instruction.  There should be no talking while working on individual assignments, watching movies, listening to intercom announcements or during reading and enrichment time.  Please raise your hand to be acknowledged and do not interrupt a classmate that is contributing to a class discussion.
6.  LIMIT TRIPS OUTSIDE OF THE CLASSROOM.    I realize that situations will arise, but it should not be a frequent occurrence.  If it gets distracting, I will not consent for you to leave the classroom at all.
7.  NO ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT.  The use of  cell phones, calculators, and other electronic equipment is forbidden in this class.  I will take them up if I see them.

8.  NO CHEATING OR COPYING WORK.  Copying someone else’s work is cheating.  Refer to your student handbook for specific details.

9.  RESPECT YOUR CLASSMATES, YOUR TEACHER, AND YOURSELF.  Show respect to everyone in the classroom.  Attack the issues, not each other.  Respect yourself by working hard and showing respect to others.

10.  DO NOT PACK UP MATERIALS UNTIL I DISMISS YOU!  This is my biggest pet peeve.  I will let you know when it is time to quit.

11.  FOLLOW MY DIRECTIONS AT ALL TIMES THE FIRST TIME!!  
FIRST VIOLATION OF CLASS RULES:  Verbal warning

SECOND VIOLATION OF CLASS RULES:  A private conference before or after class to discuss the negative behavior and detention before or after school.  The student may be written up.

THIRD VIOLATION OF CLASS RULES:  A phone call to the student’s parents will be made to discuss the negative behavior.  The student may be written up.

FOURTH VIOLATION OF CLASS RULES:  The student will be sent to the office.
