Policies and Procedures:

1.  Attendance:


A.  Absences –  You need to be here to be productive.  See student handbook 


for specific details.


B.  Tardies  -  Tardies will be counted if you are not in the room when the bell 
rings.

2.  Citizen Responsibilities:


A. Prepare for class -  When you come to class, you need to come prepared.  
You need to bring your equipment everyday.  We will not have any “Free 
Days.”  
Get to your assigned area, get your stuff out, and get ready to work.


B.  Homework -  I will try to give you time to complete all of your work in class.  
HOWEVER, if you do not finish your reading or your work (unless I take it up), 
then you need to take it home and finish it.  It is important that you keep up with 
the work and with the reading.  


C.  Make-up Work -  If you are absent, it is your responsibility to find out what 
you have missed.  On the table of contents, I will list the work that 
needs to be 
made-up for each day.  You have only three days to 
turn in make-up work.   I will 
not accept it after three days.


D.  Notes -  Notes will be taken almost every day and are required.  Notes will be 
given on Power Point or on the overhead.  


E.  Notebooks -  You will be required to keep a notebook.  The notebook must be 
at least a 1-inch three-ring binder!  Every handout and all notes are required to 
be kept in this notebook in order.  The first page of the notebook will be a 
table 
of contents where every assignment will be recorded.  If you are absent you still 
need to make sure you get all materials and get them in the proper order.  
Notebooks will be graded at the end of the nine weeks.  A third section of the 
notebook will be needed for reflections that will be assigned throughout the 
semester.  

3.  Citizen Evaluation:

A.  Grading in this class is based upon a points system.  When you get an 
assignment back, it will have a grade that looks like this:  20/25.  This means you 
earned 20 out of 25 points.  If you ever want to know your grade, add up all of 
you points earned (top number), and divide it by the total number of points 
(bottom number).  **Your 9 week point total is 85% of your final grade.  The 
End-of-Course Test is 15% of your final grade.  Every citizen must take the 
Government EOC.   NO EXCEPTIONS!
