THE ARMOR OF GOD

Ephesians 6:10-18

DIRECTIONS:
Beginning with Eph 6:10, make an outline of the pieces of  the armor of God according to this passage (up through vs 18). After listing the piece of armor mentioned, letter A should be the literal application of the armor, while letter B should be the ‘spiritual’ application of the same piece of equipment.  You can add arabic numbers under the capital letters if further explanation or clarification is required.  You may use cross references, but realize that sometimes, other passages ascribe different characteristics to the individual pieces of armor.  If a verse does not mention a specific piece of armor, then you must explain in outline form how the verses apply to the spiritual protection that the armor offers.

Example/ how to start

I. “The battle is the Lord’s” => Eph 6:10

A. We need to obey and submit to the God, “the Commander and Chief”

B. We are not able to conduct spiritual warfare in our own strength or with our own means . . . God must work through us!

1. Since Satan is more powerful than we are spiritually, we must rely on the power of God to overcome the power of evil

2. Even Michael said, “the Lord rebuke you” (Jude 9) when doing battle with Satan
