


 	CLASS SYLLABUS


	PHYSICS 2012-2013

Course Overview:
	In our study of Physics here at TCS, the main thrust throughout the course will be problem solving and the use and applications of higher math to real and contrived situations.  During the first quarter we will discuss measurement and problem solving, the three states of matter, velocity and acceleration, and conclude with concurrent and parallel forces.  The second quarter will include two-dimensional and periodic motion, conservation of energy and momentum, work and machines, angular velocity, and laws of gravitation.  The third quarter begins with a study of thermodynamics,  & then moves on to a study of wave theory including sound and light.  During the fourth quarter, we will study electricity and magnetism in theory and spend much time solving real life application problems on paper as well as in the lab.

  I.  Class rules:
A. Students are expected to be in their seats for
Attendance when class begins.  Three tardies are given before a 	detention is issued.
B. Students will be given two warnings concerning class
room 	behavior before they are removed from the classroom and given a 0% for a participation grade.

	 D.	If you are missing two assignments during the quarter,
		you will receive a verbal warning that the third 
		missing assignment will result in an after school 
		homework session.  If you do not turn in all three of
the assignments at the end of the session, you will 
receive a detention.
E. If you are absent the day of a test, you will be
    expected	to make the test up the day you return.  The 
	teacher reserves the right to allow extra time if 
	deemed necessary by the teacher.
