TITLE PAGE
___1.  The title page does not contain an appropriately descriptive title clearly indicating the main topic and main thesis of your paper.

___2.  The title page is not properly formatted.  See Formatting Instructions at Quia website: http://www.quia.com/pages/dring/page2.

___3.  The title page contains an appropriately descriptive title and is well formatted.

FORMATTING
___4.  The paper does not indent paragraphs only five spaces in relationship to the letters underneath it.  Yours are ___ spaces.
___5.  The paper does not have 1” (1 inch) margins on both sides of paper.

___6.  The paper is not double spaced in the body of the paper.

___7.  The paper does not have ragged right line spacing.

___8.  There are not two spaces after every sentence ending punctuation mark like a period or question mark.

___9.  The paper should not have the page number “1” on the first page of the body of the paper.

___10.  There must be a page number on all pages except for the title page and the first page of the paper.
___11.  Quotations are not properly formatted with block quotation formatting (see formatting instructions on Quia website).

___12.  Your paper is missing parenthetical citations or superscripted note numbers for all quotations.
___13.  Period needs to be BEFORE the parenthetical citation reference, not afterwards.  Do it like this.  (Sober, p. 42) (no period after)
___14.  Do not use the abbreviation “pg.” for page; instead use  (p. 17) for one page or (pp. 17-18) for more pages w/ space after period.
___15.  You must have one space between the abbreviation for page and the number.  This is wrong: (p.17).  Use (p. 17).

___16.  There are spelling errors in your paper.  Use a spell and grammar checker before you turn in your paper and proofread it.

___17.  Generally speaking, your paper is well formatted and conforms to formatting instructions on the Quia website.

INTRODUCTION

___18.  The opening of the Introduction does not contain a clear statement of the main thesis or what your paper is about.

___19.  The Introduction does not describe the structure and contents of the rest of the paper within the opening paragraph(s).  

___20.  The Introduction does not specify how the parts of the paper are related to each other.
___21.  Do not use “will,” or “we,” or “us”.  Instead of saying “I will explain “ say “I explain” and so forth.  See Quia formatting.
___22.  The Introduction contains a clearly described main thesis topic with clearly delineated structure and a description of the contents of the rest of the paper.

___23.  The Introduction makes good transitions between points explaining how the components of the paper are related to each other.

BODY OF PAPER
___24.  The paper does not contain good transitions between parts of the body of the paper.

___25.  The body of the paper contains good structure and makes good transitions between points.  

___26.  There is insufficient support for your major argumentative claims.  To often there is little or no evidence supporting or justifying that a claim, premise, or assumption is true.  You need to argue more persuasively to be convincing.

___27.  A major mistake was made when interpreting a philosopher’s actual argument(s).  You make claims that the author of the argument did not make and would not agree were true.  
___28.  The paper argues persuasively and adequately for its major claims.

SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS
___29.  The conclusion of the paper is missing or inadequate.  The conclusion should contain an overview of the results of the paper and explain why these results are significant.

___30.  The conclusion section provides a good survey of the main points made in the paper and explains the significance of the paper’s findings.

BIBLIOGRAPHY
___31.  The Bibliography is not single-spaced with one blank line between each entry.

___32.  The Bibliography should typically not be numbered.
___33.  The Bibliography should be organized by author’s last name first in alphabetical order.
___34.  Title for Bibliography must be “BIBLIOGRAPHY” in all capital letters, but without quotation marks and not “Works Cited.”
___35.  The paper lacks a separate Bibliography page containing well formatted bibliographical entries (see assignment handout for how to format).

___36.  The paper contains a separate Bibliography page with well-formatted entries.

___37.  The Bibliography does NOT contain annotated internet citations justifying the quality of the information contained on that website’s URL (see handout).

___38.  The Bibliography contains appropriate annotations justifying the quality of the information contained at the website’s URL.

NOTES
___39.  The end notes are NOT properly formatted (see Formatting Instructions at Quia website).

___40.  The end notes are properly formatted.
