False. Our most certain knowledge derives from our intellect, not from our senses and imagination. 	
Senses counter. He states that the sensible qualities of the wax may change upon heating, he is prepared to judge what remains. This implies his distinct conception of the wax as a substance is not based on its changeable sensible qualities.
Imagination counter. The wax can take on a indefinite number of forms, but these ideas are not derived from a finite number of forms (imagination). His most distinct “perception” is the byproduct of his mind or intellect.

Externalists believe that if a true belief may have been caused by an unreliable process but sustained by a reliable one, it is nevertheless justified as explained in the God example: God exists, I believe God exists only because of wishful thinking. I come to have adequate reason for the belief so although my belief did not originate in the right way, the evidence sustains it, and therefore it is justified. Pojman 150  

1. According to the incorrigibility thesis, a direct phenomenal belief cannot be false.
True. A direct phenomenal concept picks out an instance of a demonstrated phenomenal quality. A direct phenomenal belief identifies the referent of that concept with the demonstrated quality, so according to the incorrigibility thesis, its truth is guaranteed. However, this works only once. Chalmers reading Section 4.1 

1. According to Paul Churchland, if we cannot think of a way in which we could be mistaken in our judgments about our sensations; then there is no way in which we could be mistaken, thus proving that the incorrigibility thesis is correct.
False. Churchland contends that this is an argument from ignorance and that despite our ignorance of them, there may be ways in which error in judging our own sensations is possible. He then describes numerous examples of individuals that misidentify their own sensations and reverse their judgments shortly after i.e. the anticipating pain and lime/orange sherbet examples, and categorizes them as arguments against the incorrigibility thesis. They indicate that we may be wrong about the reliability of our introspective reports and that we may not even have access to the causes of our beliefs” (Pojman 141).

A Reliabilist is a type of externalist, however, they deny any need to be able to access the actual possession of the reasons for one’s belief. “What counts is not whether you can give the correct account of your reasons for belief, but whether your belief-forming mechanisms… are functioning properly in a suitable context.” p.  135 & 143.

2. Accessibility and responsibility are two conditions stressed in the view of the Internalist.

True. Accessibility is that you are able to access, through reflection, why you hold a belief, and Responsibility is justification for seeking the truth.  p.  136-137.

3. According to reliabilism, saying that the day is Tuesday, when it truly is Tuesday, is knowledge even though you cannot specify where or how you came to that conclusion.

True. “Reliabilists argue that we don’t have to know or have access to the grounds for our beliefs in order to have knowledge.” P.  143-144.

4. Skeptical hypothesis can be disproved through reliabilism.

False. It does not disprove skepticism but it does however express a solution that if everything were a trick it would still not show that I lack knowledge of an external world, because my beliefs were “sustained in an appropriate manner.” P.  145.

5. The ICT states that a belief is incorrigible if it is impossible for another to prove that you are mistaken.

True. ICT states that a belief is incorrigible if it is impossible for someone, outside of yourself, to prove that you mistake about the experience you are having. P.  101.
