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Set 4: True/False Answers

1. Frege sees senses and thoughts as existing objectively.

     True. Frege feels that the existence of senses and thoughts are not dependent on language or the mind, instead they exist in a timeless “third realm’ of sense, apart from the mental and the physical. This is because the existence of senses does not depend on any one person’s psychology. For example, a thought still has a truth-value regardless of whether or not anyone believes it (Frege, Internet Encyclopedia of Philosophy)

2. There is a difference in truth-value between the two sentences, “The morning star refers to the planet Venus” and “The evening star refers to the planet Venus”

     False. These two sentences have the same truth-value because its references are the same – they both refer to the planet Venus. However, the difference in these expressions is that the senses are different because they denote different properties – the evening and the morning star indicate Venus differently. 

3. The rigid designator is the technical term that refers to the object in every possible world.

    True. Proper names are rigid designators, for example, ‘Nixon’ refers to the same person in every world that Nixon exists in, while ‘Person who was president in 1968’ could refer to many different people in different possible worlds. (Saul Kripke, Wikipedia)

4. David Lewis has the insight that X is in pain when they exert appropriate withdrawal roles.

     True. Lewis states that the concept of pain or any other experience and mental state, is a state that occupies a certain causal role with certain typical causes and effects. You are in pain if you want it to stop. (Lewis, Mad Pain and Martian Pain)

1. In David Lewis’s paper, “Mad Pain and Martian Pain”, he develops his theory of pain around functionalism, a theory that analyzes mental states in terms of what purpose they serve rather than what they actually are.  

    TRUE: This is made evident when David Lewis explains, “The concept of pain, or indeed of any other experience or mental state, is the concept of a state that occupies a certain causal role, a state with certain typical causes and effects” (Lewis, 218t). He continues, “If the concept of pain is the concept of a state that occupies a certain causal role, then whatever state des occupy that role is pain” (Lewis, 218m)

2. David Lewis’s theory of pain does not account for both the Mad Man’s pain and the Martian’s pain because the Mad Man’s pain does not seem to serve a functional purpose. 

     FALSE: Lewis’s theory of pain accounts for the Mad Man’s pain because it is an exception, which he has allowed for. He writes, “The thing to say about mad pain is that the madman is in pain because he is in the state that occupies the causal role of pain for the population comprising all mankind. He is an exceptional member of that population. The state that occupies the role for the population does not occupy it for him” (Lewis, 219b). 

3. In Gottlob Frege’s “On Sense and Reference”, he explains that an identity statement can only be informative only if the difference in signs corresponds to a difference in the mode of presentation of what is designated. 

     TRUE: Frege explains this with his example where he depicts lines a, b, and c, each of which intersect at the same point. He explains, “The point of intersection of a and b is then the same as the point of intersection of b and c. So we have different designations for the same point, and these names ('point of intersection of a and b,' 'point of intersection of b and c') likewise indicate the mode of presentation; and hence the statement contains actual knowledge” (Frege, 23). As Anthony Kenny further explains, “It is this mode of presentation which constitutes the sense of the sign. The reference of the two expressions quoted in the passage above is the same, but the sense of each is different…an identity statement will be true and informative if the equals sign is flanked by two names with the same reference but different senses” (Kenny, 127). 
4. Mark Twain is the same person as Samuel Clemens, therefore, it can be said that both names have the same reference but differ in terms of their sense. 

    TRUE: The reference is the object the expression refers to. Both Mark Twain and Samuel Clemens refer to the same person (or object), therefore they have the same reference. Sense is the mode of presentation of the referent. Since the object (the man that is Mark Twain and Samuel Clemens) is presented in different ways (i.e. their different names), the two expressions differ in terms of their sense. This example was taken from Wikipedia’s “Sense and Reference” article. 

5. It is impossible for a statement to have a sense without a reference. 

     FALSE: Dr. Ring explained that it is possible to have a sense without a reference. For example, whenever a fictitious (and therefore nonexistent) object is mentioned, such as Santa Claus, there is a sense that people understand yet the sense does not refer to any existent object, or man, in this case. These are sometimes referred to as empty, or nonreferring, expressions

     True. To discover all of the possible signs which may be used to designate an object may be to attain all possible knowledge of that object, but such comprehensive knowledge of an object may not be within our capacity to attain.

3.  Sense, in Frege’s argument, cannot exist without reference to actual existence.  
     False.  We can have a sense of an infinite number of things that are not known to exist such as fictional characters and mythological creatures for example. 

4. Frege explains that in a logically perfect language, names or signs need not necessarily  designate an object.  
     False. Frege believes that in a logically perfect language, every proper name or sign must designate an object.

5.  The primary question Gottlab Frege’s On Sense and Reference examines is how an object, which is designated by a sign, is related to the meaning which is expressed by the sign.

1) The “Mad man” in David Lewis’s Mad Pain and Martian Pain feels pain but is not motivated to steer away from that feeling.

     TRUE:  Lewis’s “mad man” is caused by moderate exercise on an empty stomach. “Intense pain has no tendency whatever to cause him to groan or writhe, but does cause him to cross his legs and snap his fingers. He is not in the least motivated to prevent pain or to get rid of it.”  He feels pain but it does not fill the typical role of pain. (Lewis p. 1)

2) The Martian in David Lewis’s Mad Pain and Martian Pain feels pain the way humans do but does not have the same bodily components as humans that give us the feeling of pain.

     TRUE: The Martian “sometimes feels pain” but is different in its “physical realization.”  In other words, the Martian feels pain but does not have the same the “bodily states” that are associated with humans to be pain. The Martian’s body, when pinched, does not fire C-fibers but instead the pinch causes the “inflation of many smallish cavities in his feet.” The Martian shows the same effect of pain as we do: “his thought and activity are disrupted, he groans and writhes, and The Martian is strongly motivated to stop you from pinching him…” 

3) The “reference”, of Frege’s Sense and Reference paper, refers to the “cognitive significance” or the “mode of presentation” of the referent.  

     FALSE: The “reference” is the actual object that the expression is referring to. For example, Dr. Seuss refers to Dr. Seuss. Dr. Seuss is Theodor Seuss Geisel, the beloved children’s books author. The name Theodor Seuss Geisel refers to the sama person. The two have the same reference. (Wikipedia.org)

4) The sense is the object that the expression refers to.  

     FALSE: The sense is the “cognitive significance” or the “mode of presentation” of which it is referring to. Dr. Seuss refers to the beloved children’s author.  

5) The Mad Man from Lewis’s paper is hooked up right; he is different in a sense of his sensation of pain. 

     FALSE: “He is in pain, but he is not in a state that occupies the casual role of pain for him.”  In other words, he is in a casual role that is normal for most of us, he is an exception.  “The casual role of a pattern of firing of neurons depends on one’s circuit diagram, and he is hooked up wrong.” His neurons are not firing the same way as our neurons are, thus his reaction to pain is completely different than the normal reaction.  (Lewis, p. 219)

Frege's influential theory of meaning, the theory of sense (Sinn) and reference (Bedeutung) was first outlined, albeit briefly, in his article, "Funktion und Begriff" of 1891, and was expanded and explained in greater detail in perhaps his most famous work, "Über Sinn und Bedeutung" of 1892. (Frege, http://www.iep.utm.edu/f/frege.htm#H4)

2) In reference of objects is for functional use, actually using the true meaning of the information at hand. 

     True.  From the sign 'b' only as object (here, by means of its shape), not as sign (i.e. not by the manner in which it designates something). (Frege, http://mind.ucsd.edu/syllabi/00-01/phil235/a_readings/frege_S&R.html)

3) In reference to names, this is made of designation identity, or mentioning.

     True.  The sense of a proper name is grasped by everybody who is sufficiently familiar with the language or totality of designations to which it belongs; [4] but this serves to illuminate only a single aspect of the reference, supposing it to have one, (Frege, http://mind.ucsd.edu/syllabi/00-01/phil235/a_readings/frege_S&R.html)

4) Names and objects can't have cognitive value, one must come up with three theories of sense.

     True.  We can now recognize three levels of difference between words, expressions, or whole sentences. The difference may concern at most the ideas, or the sense but not the reference, or, finally, the reference as well. (Frege, http://mind.ucsd.edu/syllabi/00-01/phil235/a_readings/frege_S&R.html)

5) According to Lewis, the Martian feels pain, but in a different physical aspect in association to the body.

     True.  "There might be a Martian who sometimes feels pain, just as we do, but whose pain differs greatly from ours in it physical realization."     "… He feels pain but lacks the bodily states that either are pain or else accompany it in use." David Lewis. (Mad Pain and Martian Pain, Lewis, 216)

1) Frege argues that if ‘a’ and ‘b’ do not differ in their mode of presentation, and the proposition a = b is true, then the propositions a = a and a = b have different cognitive value.

     False:  Frege argues that in such a situation the propositions a = a and a = b have the same cognitive value.  He claims: “If the sign ‘a’ is distinguished from the sign ‘b’ only as object (here, by means of its shape), not as sign (i.e. not by the manner in which it designates something), the cognitive value of a = a becomes essentially equal to that of a = b, provided a = b is true.  A difference can arise only if the difference between the signs corresponds to a difference in the mode of presentation of that which is designated” (Moore, p. 23-24, and lecture in class).
2) One example Frege offers an as a means to explain his ideas of ‘sense and reference’ involves a triangle with intersecting lines spanning from the corners of the triangle to the opposite midpoints of each line of the triangle that share a common central point of intersection.

     True, “Let a, b, c be the lines connecting the vertices of a triangle with the midpoints of the opposite sides. The point of intersection of a and b is then the same as the point of intersection of b and c. So we have different designations for the same point, and these names ('point of intersection of a and b', 'point of intersection of b and c') likewise indicate the mode of presentation; and hence the statement contains actual knowledge.” (Paragraph one of ‘On Sense and Reference’)
3) When concerning whole sentences the thought and sense is not enough to keep people interested.  A reference is often sought in sentences because we are concerned with its truth value and reference would hold a truth.

     True, Frege talks about the sentence, “Odysseus was set ashore at Ithaca while sound asleep” and it has a thought as and sense, but if it as a reference to an object is unclear. In any sentence the reference to an actual object would supply some truth to the sentence.  The truth value of “Odysseus” in an epic poem as a work of art. “It is striving for truth that drives us always to advance from sense to the reference.” (Moore, p.29)
4) According to Dr. Ring, Tiger has five letters.

     False.  Dr. Ring’s lecture example.  The sentence “Tiger has five letters” would be true if it were rewritten to be “”Tiger” has five letters”.  Putting parenthesis around the word “tiger” makes it known that the sentence refers to the word and not something other than the word; e.g. Tony the Tiger. (lectures in class)

5) Frege is committed to hold that the sense of an expression determines its reference, and a proper name expresses the mode of presentation. 

     True. Frege again clearly explains that a proper name (word, sign, sign combination, expression) expresses its sense, stands for designates its reference. By means of a sign we express its sense and designate its reference (Moore, p.27).
