How can I borrow DVD’s, VHS tapes, and science magazines?

In Mrs. Magish’s room there are plenty of opportunities.

Simply pick the one you like, fill out the card and bring it to Mrs. Simon or Mrs. Gaspari and they will get the disc or tape for you to borrow. 

Don’t forget summary sheets (T.V. and Article) there are copies in the top two sections of the logics center. Or you can go to the logical ideas for logics web page, scroll to the bottom of the page and you will find forms. You can click on them and print them out at home.

They have plenty of DVD’s and VHS tapes and Science, Discovery, National Geographic magazines, at all the Arizona public libraries. The Civic Center library is almost right across from school.  You can borrow them there too or buy the magazines for 10(.
