How do I log my logics?

All paper logics need to be corrected, have at least 50% correct, and be stamped by Mrs. Magish on correcting day in class, then log them on your back log sheet.

Look carefully at your log sheet, at the top of page three it gives you instructions.

You don’t have to log coloring sheets, or field trips. Laminated logics must be corrected with a red pen. (No Cheating) You are being trusted to correct them honestly using the correcting books. Ask Mrs. Magish, Mrs. Simon, or Mrs. Gaspari if you need help. If you are caught cheating you will get in trouble and will get your log sheet pulled. Don’t do it!

Laminated logics have numbers that go along with them printed on the laminated logic and on your log sheet. 

Example: F-9 is worth two logics. You will have a signed piece of paper with your logics if you completed the egg drop, and on line F-9 on your log sheet in the little box, you will put the date that you did it. Month-Date-Year (9-15-08).

On Page three of your log sheet.

Go to the spaces after the laminated logics.

Log your paper logics the same way you logged laminated ones.  Sherlocks (9-15-08)

Write whatever your paper logic is called, then the month-date-year. If you are not sure how to log them in ask for help. All paper logics must be logged to count.
