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1. Click on English tab.

2. Select ANSI (in).idw, Click OK.

3. Select Sketch from top toolbar.
4. Zoom in on Title Block.

5. Select Text from drawing sketch panel on the left.

6. Draw a text box in top right box.

7. Type your name (Last, First).

· Highlight text and change font size to .24

· Click OK.

· Center you name in the box.

8. Draw a text box in box labeled Title.

9. Type- Inventor

· Highlight text and change font size to .24.

· Click OK.

· Center “Inventor” in the Title box.

  10. Draw a text box in the box labeled Scale.
  11. Type- Full

· Leave font size at .12.

· Click OK.

· Center “Full” in Scale box.

  12. Right-click, select Finish Sketch.

  13. Select Base View from Drawing Views Panel on the left.

  14. Find the file for the drawing you want to import.

· Inv1- select bottom from orientation window. (Top view)

· Inv2- select left from orientation window. (Front view)

· Inv3- select front from orientation window. (Front view)

  15. Select Projected View from Drawing Views Panel on the left.
· Select the base view and drag the remaining views into position. 

· Right-click and select Create.

  16. Right-click on each view, select edit view.
· Change the name of label accordingly. (Top, Front, or Right)

· Turn Visibility on.

 17. Create an Isometric view towards the top-right corner of the 


    drawing.
· Select Projected view.

· Select front view and drag towards top-right corner of the drawing.

· Right-click on Isometric view, select Edit View.

· Change the style to shaded.

· Click OK.

  18. Click on Drawing Views Panel at the top of the toolbar to bring 



 up the drop down menu.

· Select Drawing Annotation Panel.

· Dimension the top, front and right side view as necessary.
  19. Save as Inv1orth, Inv2orth and Inv3orth.
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
