Government/Economy:  

Communism- workers together own & control the means of production (factories, land, machines.)     Capitalism- private individuals own & control the means of production     Fascism-  system where the government  pushes strong nationalism & obedience to a strong charismatic leader. Government controls all aspects of citizens lives    Democracy is when citizens choose the government & hold the power

World War I

Causes:  1) complex set of alliances that set off a type of domino effect,   2) extreme nationalism where European countries wanted to prove that  their’s was the best & most powerful country 3)  Militarism- strong involvement by Europeans countries in building up their military with latest technology in weapons, an arms race 4) Imperialism-competition over colonies in places like Morocco (Page  376)
Beginning of the War- The murder of Archduke Ferdinand of Austria-Hungary in Sarajevo in 1914 set off a chain reaction that started World War I.  The murder was committed by a Serbian nationalist.

Alliances----------- Triple Entente : Germany, Austria & the Ottoman Empire; Central Powers: Germany Austria-Hungary; Allies: France, Great Britain, Russia (later joined by the U.S.) Considered a total war, because nations used all or most of their resources to fight the war.  (Page 388)

Von Schlieffen Plan German battle strategy designed so that Germany would not have to fight both France & Russia at the same time. It called for Germany to cross through Belgium, get behind French lines & quickly defeating France.  Then Germany would take on Russia.  The plan failed when Belgium’s ally Great Britain entered the war & made a quick German victory impossible.
Propaganda- using partially true or false information by a government or political party to make people support the goals of the government.   Propaganda was used heavily to convince the citizens to support the war effort.  The most widely used propaganda techniques during WWI were posters. New weapons such as machine guns, tanks, & chemical weapons made this a very deadly war.

Trench Warfare- both sides maintained their positions by building elaborate trench systems.  Neither side was able to advance very much because machine guns could kill large numbers of soldiers out in no man’s land.
United States entered the war in 1917 (page 390) after maintaining its neutrality for 3 years because of unrestricted submarine warfare where many Americans were killed by German submarines firing upon merchant & passenger ships that were also carrying war supplies to the allies.  In 1915 German subs sunk the British passenger ship the Lusitania, killing 128 Americans.  President Woodrow Wilson became very angry 
The Zimmerman Note was the last straw.  The British intercepted a message from German leaders asking Mexico to join the Central Powers in defeating the U.S. In exchange Germany would help Mexico regain land it lost to the U.S.

Another reason why the U.S. entered the war was because of strong cultural ties with the British

Treaty of Brest-Litovsk (page 389) signed by VI Lenin after the Russian Revolution pulled Russia out of WWI.

Fourteen Points (page 391) written by U.S. President Woodrow Wilson was a plan to maintain a lasting peace after WWI
Treaty of Versailles ended WWI after the U.S. helped to tip the scales militarily leading to victories by the allies (page 391).  Germany, after the Kaiser Wilhelm abdicated sought. an armistice on Nov. 11, 1918.  The Treaty of Versailles called for 1) Germany to assume all blame for the war 2) Germany to make reparations (repayment) for damages created by the war 3) major reduction in the size of the German military 5) Loss of Germany’s colonies 6) Germany also had to return Alsace-Lorraine territory to France
The League of Nations was formed to create long-lasting peace in Europe & was part of Woodrow Wilson’s 14 Points.  Although the League was created, the U.S. never joined, because the U.S. Senate would not approve

Both Arabs & Jews were disappointed after the war when they were not given territory & nationhood from European countries despite their efforts in aiding the war cause.

Russian Revolution

Czar Nicholas II was the reigning monarch during WWI when conditions within Russia became so difficult that Russians looked toward new leadership.  Disasters on the battle field, food & fuel shortages at home led Czar Nicholas to abdicate in 1917.
A provisional (temporary) government took over & continued fighting the Germans, which turned to disaster (page 402)  The Bolsheviks under the leadership of V.I. Lenin led a Civil War against the monarchy.  Lenin’s forces, called the Red Army, fought against forces loyal to monarchy known as the Whites.  
Lenin believed that the communist revolution would succeed if other European workers outside of Russia would join in the revolution. (page 402) 

Lenin was forced to abandon some of the policies of communism in an effort to rebuild the Soviet economy in what was called New Economic Policy (NEP).

USSR or Soviet Union
Stalin became leader of the Soviet Union (formerly Russia) upon Lenin’s death in 1924, & introduced a totalitarian form of government where the government controlled all aspects of people’s lives.  In what were called the purges, Stalin got rid of all threats to his power.  Purges resulted in may executions & imprisonments. (Page 406)

Stalin also used propaganda to increase support for communism.

World War II
 Hitler & Mussolini of Italy were able to come to power because of the poor economic conditions that were brought on by World War I

Mussolini in Italy created a fascist government to make the economy the government more efficient.
Maginot Line (page 448) Look it up.

Hitler & Mein Kampf (see page 460)

One of Hitler’s first acts of aggression was to annex the Sudetenland from Czechoslovakia.  Western European countries like France & Great Britain decided to appease (give in) to Hitler’s demands feeling that this was the best way to avoid war & because it allowed Germans to unite under one government.

appeasement (page 470) = 
Erwin Rommel was a Nazi general who was known for his great battle tactics in North Africa gained him the name “Desert Fox”
The German invasion of Poland marked the beginning World War I.

Japan Germany & Italy formed the alliance known as the Axis
What was the Lend-Lease Act? page 477

What was Operation Barbarossa?  476

Dwight D. Eisenhower was the Supreme Commander of U.S. forces in Europe

Radar was new technology that helped the British defend themselves against the German Luftwaffe during the London Blitz

D-Day refers to the invasion of France by allied forces in a successful attempt to expel the Nazi’s from France. (page 484)

The Final Solution was the Nazi name for the systematic murder of all European Jews.

Japan 1931 invaded Manchuria in China in order to gain natural resources.

General Douglas Macarthur was in charge of military operations in the Pacific & later commanded forces during the Korean War.

Attack on American naval  forces at Pearl Harbor came because Japan believed the U.S. was interfering with its operations in the Pacific. (page 477)

The Battle of Midway in the Pacific marked the beginning of the island hopping campaign & the turning point in the Pacific war leading to an American Victory (page 486)

In 1945, after Japan refused to surrender, the U.S. dropped two atomic bombs on Japanese cities.  (Page 488)

Post World War II

At the end of WWII the United Nations grew out of the League of Nations

142 Germans & Austrians were convicted of war crimes at Nuremberg Germany after the war.
The United States occupied defeated Japan after the war.  Japan wrote a constitution based on democracy, agreeing to limit their military.

Cold War: rivalry between the U.S. & the Soviet Union (Page 490)

Great Leap Forward (page 561)  After the communist revolution in China in 1948 the leader of China, Mao Zedong, tried to improve China’s economy by turning farms into communes (page 561.)

Winston Churchill referred to the Iron Curtin to indicate the divide between the free & communist world

Blockade of Berlin by the Soviets & the Berlin airlift (page 492)
Berlin Wall was established during the cold war to keep eastern Berliners from the Soviet side from entering the western side where there was greater freedoms & prosperity.  The fall of the Berlin War signified the end of the Cold War 1989.
North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) a military alliance formed to protect its members from communist aggression.( Page 493)

The Soviet Union formed a counter organization known as the Warsaw Pact

Sputnik- 1959  a Soviet satellite that was the first to be put into outer space & started the space race between the U.S. & the Soviet Union.
Truman Doctrine- describe (page 491)
Nuclear Test Band Treaty ( Page 526-527)

Domino Theory during the Cold War expressed the U.S. concern that one by one nations would fall to communism & thus side with the Soviet Union.

Senator Joseph McCarthy led investigations in the U.S. accusing many American of being communists. He was able to get many Americans “blacklisted” because he had so much power in the U.S. senate.

Korean War was fought to a stalemate & Korean people remain divided at the 38th parallel (Page 537)
Ho Chi Minh under his leadership the Vietnamese were able to resist attempts by the U.S. to keep the country from being united under communist rule.  Ho Chi Minh’s forces ultimately did win & Vietnam was united under a communist government.
Cuban Missile Crisis 1962 (page 542) - During the height of the Cold War, the Soviet Union attempted to put nuclear missile in Cuba to be aimed at the U.S. The U.S. blockaded Soviet ships.  Fidel Castro has been the leader of Cuba since 1960

Détente is resolving conflicts through negotiating instead of fighting

 Perestroika- Soviet leader Mikail Gorbachev’s is credited with ending the Cold War, by making significant changes in the Soviet Union including restructuring of the Soviet government & economy (page 544)

India- when India was freed from British control, the region was separated into two countries India & Pakistan which today are enemies 

Mutually Assured Destruction (MAD) refers to what would happen if a nuclear war broke out.  Both sides would be destroyed.

The Solidarity Movement in Poland challenged Soviet authority in Poland (page 548)

Zionism- is the movement that pursued getting a nation for Jewish people.

Apartheid – a set of laws in South Africa that persecuted blacks

Nelson Mandela fought apartheid in South Africa & was imprisoned for 30 years until being released & becoming the President of South Africa.

  The First Gulf War 1990 started when Iraq invaded Kuwait.

Post WWII Africa –Many nations received their independence, but struggle to this day because of lack of experience in establishing & maintaining stable government.
Africa faces a host of problems including environmental problems in the rain forests, AIDS & drought and famine.

Palestinians & Jews in Palestine have a conflict because both people claim it as their homeland according to their religion.

The Islamic Iranian revolution in 1979 occurred when revolutionaries overthrew the American backed Shah & banned western culture.
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
