Mr. Garman’s Rules Governing Class Behavior - Chemistry

1. Students are expected to be in the classroom and in their assigned seat when the bell stops ringing. 
0. If you are going to be late, bring a pass from the appropriate teacher/administrator. DO NOT expect to be able to obtain a pass “after the fact!” 
0. In addition, request a pass from me if you believe you will be late to your next class as a result of detainment in my class.
0. Upon entering the room all headphones, iPods, cell phones, ear buds, head phones, etc. are to have already been PUT AWAY and out of sight!!
0. Students are to remain seated UNTIL they are DISMISSED by the teacher!
0. For failure to be on time, the result is a detention. If you are a first period student, you will be sent to attendance to obtain a pass if late; so get a pass from attendance prior to arriving late to my room.

1. Students are to pay attention during classroom discussions. They are expected to participate in class discussions and activities. No student shall be permitted to DISTRACT other students or DISRUPT the educational environment of the classroom; this may include sleeping in class.

1. Courteous and thoughtful behaviors should be exhibited at all times. This proper respect should be demonstrated to all peers and instructors. Remember the “golden rule.”

1. Students are expected to raise their hands and be called upon before speaking out.
3. At times, a choral response may be expected and appropriate. Again, respect the rights of others to have and express their opinions.

1. Students are to come to class prepared: this includes textbook, paper, writing utensil, scientific calculator, and completed assignments. In addition, they should have studied their materials.

4. **Failure to bring your text more than four (4) times throughout the year may result in a grade reduction and or disciplinary action.**

b.  As per the school policy, students are to cover their texts and maintain that cover 
	throughout the year.


1. Students are expected to follow instructions the first time they are issued! Do not expect to be granted several opportunities in which to respond to a directive.
5. This includes turning over your cell phone!

1. The consumption of food, candy, drinks, or the chewing of GUM will not be permitted in the classroom or laboratory! Please DO NOT bring them into class with you.
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1. The use of the bathroom is restricted. Recognize, four minutes are allotted for traveling between classes which provides time to use the facilities. If in doubt, go anyway! If traveling a distance, learn to carry more texts than for a single class to avoid additional trips to your locker.

1. Cell phones and music devices (i.e. iPods & their accessories) are not permitted in chemistry class. Any cell phone or iPod in use, in view, or identified because it rings, buzzes, hums, etc. during any assessment may result in a grade of zero on that assessment. 

1. Students ARE NOT permitted beyond the front edges of the sinks unless using the computers with permission or doing a laboratory. This would place them in the laboratory area exposing them to chemical and equipment hazards!!

1. Students are expected to act in accordance with the policies set forth in the student handbook. Make sure you read it!

1. Treat the room with respect, do not throw items, write on desks, leave paper pieces lay, etc.

1. Any issue not covered by this set of rules will be addressed appropriately at the time utilizing teacher discretion.
