Pronouns:  A pronoun is a word used in place of one or more than one noun.

                   It may stand for a person, place, thing, or idea.

Antecedent: The noun that a pronoun stands for is called the antecedent.

                   The antecedent is not always stated.

There are many categories of pronouns but we are going to concentrate on the personal pronouns. However, if you are interested in learning more then read on.
***Reflexive pronouns combine a form of the personal pronoun and the suffix 

-self or  -selves.***

***Possessive pronouns are used to show ownership. ***

***Demonstrative pronouns*** Be careful – these can also be used as adjectives.
