A modifier is a word, phrase or clause acting as an adjective or adverb.  The modifier adds information to the elements in the sentence.

Adjectives are words, phrases, or clauses that modify nouns and pronouns by describing, identifying, or quantifying them. An adjective usually precedes the noun or the pronoun, which it modifies.  Be careful not to use an adjective where you need an adverb. 
Examples

The sun 
our eyes
the bright sea
The sky was wide and deep and very blue
the field
a golden haze
the sinking sun. 
the Katayaghan hills
Phrase Modifiers (Adjectives)
floated big purple and red bubbles
His horns appeared tipped with fire
the saw-tooth rim
the southwest flamed huge masses
husk glistened like beaten cotton

Clause Modifier (adjective)

Labang's white coat which I had washed and brushed that morning
Adverbs are words that modify verbs, adjectives, and other adverbs. They are grouped into manner, frequency, time, and place.

Examples:

a cow lowed softly in answer
Phrase Modifiers


I had washed and brushed that morning 

glistened like beaten cotton under the lamplight 

his mouth came a call so loud and vibrant 

And far away in the middle of the fields 
Clause Modifier (Adverb)

so loud and vibrant that the earth seemed to tremble underfoot. 
Using "good," "bad," "well," and "badly"

There is a distinction between "good" and "bad" (which are adjectives) and "well" and "badly" (which are adverbs):

Carol performs well in English but badly in Math. 

Our contestant’s performance in the Communication Skills contest was good even though she felt bad that day. 

"Well" is an adjective only when it refers to health or condition:

ex. The team insisted that they were well enough to start playing basketball again.
