

1.  Descriptive Adjectives 


They are called descriptive adjectives because they describe nouns including:
· A subject:

Ex. The impulsive customer has bought all checkered jeans.

· A direct object:

Ex. The impulsive customer has bought all checkered jeans.

    The topnotchers in the board exam inspired their delighted colleagues during the victory party. 

· An indirect object:

Ex.  Danilo threw the  excited child his gift. 

· A gerund 

Ex.  Distance learning has now gained acceptance .

· A predicate nominative:

Ex,  I haven’t realized that you are  an artistic fellow.

2. Limiting Adjectives (Descriptive)

These types of adjectives specify or limit the noun. They tell us which ones to limit our attention to. These  include:
· Cardinal or ordinal (quantity)

The four students have met at the library since June. 

The congressman delivered his fifth speech in the assembly.

· Size

That small bag contains a huge amount.

· Color

Eating red tomatoes every morning completes my breakfast.

· Shape

The sphere-shaped bowl is needed for this viand. 

3. Predicate Adjectives (Descriptive)

This type of adjective follows a linking verb and modifies (directly refers to) the subject of the sentence. Do not mistakenly use an adverb to modify nouns or pronouns. Remember that adjectives modify nouns and pronouns.

After a linking verb, use an adjective instead of an adverb. Remember that a linking verb is a special kind of verb because it links its subject to a subject complement. A subject complement can be either a noun (renaming the subject) or a modifier (describing the subject). When it is a modifier it must be an adjective not an adverb because it describes the subject (always a noun or pronoun). It does not modify the linking verb itself

They are attentive to their teacher. 

Surfing the net is fun.
Joining a competition can be nerve-wracking.

4. Verbals As Adjectives

Verbals can either be participles (ending in d, ed, ing) or infinitives (to + verb) that act as adjectives.

Examples:

       Participles:
Writing essays made Montaigne popular. 

Luis, averaging 1.25 in his final grade, is this year’s magna cum laude. 

Mel, traumatized by the loss of his girl friend, has little hope of falling in love again.
Shaken by fear, the victims did not stay in their respective houses.

5. Articles as adjectives

A, AN, THE can also be adjectives because they modify nouns.

Ex.   Everybody is talking about the internet nowadays simply because the internet is making a million things possible that were not even conceivable in earlier technologies. 


        An online course is an interesting experience for both the young and the old.

Note: Use "A" before  words that begin with a consonant or consonant sounds.
Note: Us "An" before  words that begin with a vowel or vowel sound.
6.  Possessive Adjectives

A possessive adjective (``my,'' ``your,'' ``his,'' ``her,'' ``its,'' ``our,'' ``their'') is similar to a possessive pronoun; however, it is used as an adjective.

Her assignment was not done at home. 

I didn’t get your umbrella because it wasn’t raining.

7.  Demonstrative Adjectives

The demonstrative adjectives ``this,'' ``these,'' ``that,'' and “those,'' are identical to the demonstrative pronouns, but are used as adjectives.

As that nurse was approaching her patient, these doctors called her and gave her another instructions.

8. Interrogative Adjectives

An interrogative adjective (``which'' “whose” or ``what'') is like an interrogative pronoun, except that it modifies a noun or noun phrase.

Which lecture should be studied first? 

Whose book have you kept?
9. Indefinite Adjectives

An indefinite adjective is similar to an indefinite pronoun, except that it modifies a noun, pronoun, or noun phrase, as in the following sentences:

There are few chairs in that room.

Most women are sensitive to the household needs.

I shall have sent you many pictures by the time you reach home.

10.  Nouns (Proper and Common) as adjectives

A noun placed before another noun is an adjective because it is now a modifier.

Proper noun as adjectives
The EDSA Revolution has always been a peaceful gathering. 
Our English lesson has made us verbally adept.
I always use Seiko wallet.
common noun as adjectives

Edwin Kyle takes fruit juice.
My mom placed all my photos in a picture frame.
