Manner  (how) ex.      We performed badly in the last quiz. 

 
                                 (badly modifies the   verb performed)





I can’t run straight.




(straight modifies the verb run)





Diane is exceptionally attractive. 

(exceptionally modifies the adjective attractive)

Rhommel works much faster than they do.

(much modifies another adverb faster
Frequency    ex.  
We read this book thrice.




   
(thrice modifies the verb real )





Mark is always  present. 





(always describes the adjective present)




(other examples:  sometimes, seldom, once, often, etc)

Time  
(when) ex.  
We took our first examination last week.





Tracie comes to class at 8:00 a.m.





I’ll see you later.

Place  (where) ex.  
His grades went up after he had managed his time properly.
