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FORM Past Perfect

[HAD] + [PAST PARTICIPLE]

Examples:

Brenda had studied Filipino Literature when she came to the Philippines.

She had never appreciated literature until she met Dr. Aida Villanueva.





     

     The Past Perfect expresses the idea that something occurred before another action in the past. It can also show that something happened before a specific time in the past.

EXAMPLES:

     I had never seen such a beautiful beach before I went to Dakak.

     Had you ever visited the Quezon City Circle before your field trip in  2004?

     Yes, I had been to Quezon City Circle once before our field trip in  2004.



     

     With Non-progressive Verbs and some non-progressive uses of Mixed Verbs, we use the Past Perfect to show that something started in the past and continued up until another action in the past.

EXAMPLES:

      We had had that room for two semesters before it was repaired.

      By the time Alex finished his studies, he had been in Davao for over eight years.

EXAMPLE:

     She had visited her Ilocano relatives once in 2003 before she moved in with them in 2004.
     The words before and after actually tell you what happens first so the Past Perfect is optional. 
Both sentences below are correct.

      She had gone to Vigan once in 2002 before she visited Batanes in 2003.

      He went to Pangasinan after he had learned of its famous hundred islands.  
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EXAMPLE:

   She had never seen a monkey before she moved to Subic. Correct

   She never saw a monkey before she moved to Subic. Not Correct
ACTIVE / PASSIVE FORMS Past Perfect
EXAMPLES

Mr. Gomez had taught English before he received his teaching license. ACTIVE

English had been taught by Mr. Gomez before he received his teaching license. PASSIVE

Summary


The past perfect tense employs HAD + PAST PARTICIPLE.


The past perfect tense is used for completed action before something in the past, duration before something in the past or for actions that happened at an unspecified time.


The past perfect tense may be active or passive.
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
