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[HAD BEEN] + [VERB+ing]

EXAMPLES:

     I had been waiting in the room for two hours before she finally arrived.

     She had only been studying English for two years before she got the job.






We use the Past Perfect Continuous/Progressive to show that something started in the past and continued up until another time in the past. "For five minutes" and "for two weeks" are both durations which can be used with the Past Perfect Continuous. Notice that this is related to the Present Perfect Continuous; however, the duration does not continue until now.
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     They had been talking for over an hour before I arrived.

     She had been telling him to keep quiet.
        James and Lily had been shouting at each other before they fought.

 

     Using the Past Perfect Continuous before another action in the past is a good way to show cause and effect.
EXAMPLES:

     The plaza was wet because it had been raining all night.     
     The players decided to play volleyball inside the hall because their fans had been disturbing them.
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     I was reading when my roommate returned. 
The reading was interrupted.
     I had been reading for an hour when my roommate returned.
The reading stopped just before my roommate returned.
ACTIVE / PASSIVE FORMS Past Perfect Continuous
EXAMPLES:

     Dr. Milagros Borabo had been supervising the MIAD for two years, before she moved to HRD. ACTIVE
     The MIAD had been being supervised by Dr. Milagros Borabo for two years before she moved to HRD. PASSIVE
