     Use the Simple Past to express the idea that an action started and finished at a specific time in the past. Sometimes the speaker may not actually mention the specific time, but they do have one specific time in mind.

EXAMPLES:

     I studied my lecture last night.

     I didn't see my friends yesterday.

     Last year, we won in the sportsfest.
     Last year, we didn't win in the sportfest.




     We use the Simple Past to list a series of completed actions in the past. These actions happen 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th...

EXAMPLES:

     I completed my project, ran to the beach, and found a nice place to swim.

     She arrived from the airport at 5:00, checked into the hotel at 7:00, and met the others at 9:00.




     The Simple Past can also be used to describe a habit which stopped in the past. It can have the same meaning as "used to". To make it clear that we are talking about a habit we often use expressions such as "always," "often," "usually," "never," "...when I was a child" or "...when I was younger" in the sentence.

EXAMPLES:

     Glowing in their love for each other, they traveled the European continent.

ACTIVE / PASSIVE Simple Past

EXAMPLES:

 He did not see Elizabeth as a sickly middle-aged invalid. ACTIVE


 Elizabeth was not seen as a sickly middle-aged invalid by him. PASSIVE
