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         The future continuous refers to an unfinished action or event that will be in progress at a time later than now.

EXAMPLES:

While I am typing my assignment, she is going to be reading the selection. Correct 
While I will be typing my assignment, she is going to be reading the selection. Not Correct 
When my son arrives, I will be cooking spaghetti. Correct 

When my son will arrive, I will be cooking spaghetti. Not Correct


 
Use the Future Progressive or Continuous to indicate that a longer action in the future will be interrupted. The interruption is usually an action in the Simple Future. Remember this can be a real interruption or just an interruption in time.

EXAMPLES:

I will be wrapping gifts when Nelissa arrives tonight.
When you leave, I will be watching you. 
While I am checking your letters, you will be discussing the principles of Technical Writing with your group mates. (NOTICE "am checking" because of "while.") 
He will be studying at the library at 12 pm, so he will not see Athens when she arrives.


 

        In USE 1, described above, the Future Continuous is interrupted by an action in the Simple Future. However, you can also use a specific time as an interruption. 

EXAMPLES: 

     Tonight at 6 p.m., I am going to be eating dinner. 

    At midnight tonight, we will still be driving through the desert. 


 EXAMPLES:

     Tonight at 6 p.m., I am going to chat with my sister in UK.
      I am going to start chatting at 6 p.m.
     Tonight at 6 p.m., I am going to be chatting with my sister in UK.
     I am going to start earlier and I will be in the process of chatting at 6 p.m. 



     When you use the Future progressive with two actions in the same sentence, it expresses the idea that both actions will be happening at the same time. These are Parallel Actions. 
EXAMPLES:

     I am going to be studying while he is making dinner. 
     While Cora is reading, Joan will be typing the manuscript. 
     Tomorrow, they will be going to Cavite, discussing their plans, and having a good time. 


Use a series of Parallel Actions to describe atmosphere in the future.
EXAMPLE:
             
     When I arrive in my class room tomorrow, everybody is going to be busy. Some will be reading. Others are going to be writing. A few students will be discussing in groups about their presentation and several others are going to be posting their visual aids on the board. 
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EXAMPLES:

Sally will be being at my office when TJ arrives. Not Correct
Sally will be at my office when TJ arrives. Correct 
ACTIVE / PASSIVE FORMS Future Continuous

EXAMPLES:

   Tonight, Louie will be reading “The Canterbury Tales.” ACTIVE

   Tonight, “The Canterbury Tales” will be being read by Louie. PASSIVE

Do not use the Future Progressive in clauses beginning with "when", "while", "before", "after", "by the time", "as soon as", "if" and "unless".

When = simple present (S or Base form)


While = present progressive (be + ing)








NOTE: No future tenses can be used in Time Clauses therefore you must say "While I am checking....."





IMPORTANT�     In the Simple Future, a specific time is used to show the time an action will begin. In the Future Continuous, a specific time only interrupts the action.


�





IMPORTANT Non-Continuous Verbs / Mixed Verbs


Non-Continuous Verbs cannot be used in any "continuous" tenses. Also, certain "non-continuous" meanings for Mixed Verbs cannot be used in "continuous" tenses. To express the idea of Future Continuous with these verbs, you must use Simple Future.





NOTE: Passive forms of the Future Progressive are not common.





Summary


The future progressive form is used to express interrupted action in the future, specific time as an interruption, parallel, and atmosphere.


“non-continuous" meanings for Mixed Verbs cannot be used in "continuous" tenses.


Passive construction of the Future Progressive is not common.
