                   [WILL HAVE] + [PAST PARTICIPLE]
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     The Future Perfect expresses the idea that something will occur before another action in the future. It can also show that something will happen before a specific time in the future.

EXAMPLES:

By next March, I will have received my diploma.

By the time my mom and dad arrive home, my brother is going to have cooked our dinner.


     
          

      The Future Perfect is used to show that something will continue up until another action in the future.
EXAMPLES:

         Susan Rivera will have been in London for six months by the time she leaves.
By Saturday, Rachel is going to have had my nursing book for a week.

ACTIVE / PASSIVE Past Perfect 

EXAMPLES:

My clinical instructor will have checked my case study before she returns it. ACTIVE

My case study will have been returned by my clinical instructor before she returns it. PASSIVE

Summary
