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Mom is going to have been cooking 
By the time I get back home.
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          Use the Future Perfect Progressive/Continuous to show that something will continue up until a particular event or time in the future. "For five minutes," "when-clause" and "by the time-clause" are all durations which can be used with the Future Perfect Continuous. Notice that this is related to the Present Perfect Continuous and the Past Perfect Continuous, however the duration stops in the future.
EXAMPLES:

The sisters will have been talking the whole night by the time their youngest sister arrives from Ireland.
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She is going to have been staying in the Philippines for three years when she comes home.
The other sisters will have been teaching at Centro Escolar University for more than three years by the time their youngest sister leaves for Europe.


     Using the Future Perfect Continuous before another action in the future is a good way to show cause and effect.

Rudy will be tired when he gets home because he will have been attending to his clients the whole day.
                    
              
         

My English will improve when I finish this language course because I am going to have been studying English Grammar in the internet for over two years. 
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EXAMPLES:

I won't tell you the secret code until we have been entering the white gate. Correct
I won't tell you the secret code until we will have been entering the white gate. Not Correct 
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EXAMPLES:

I will be watching vcd when my roommate returns.
The watching will be interrupted.
I will have been watching vcd for an hour when my roommate returns.
The watching will stop just before my roommate returns.

ACTIVE / PASSIVE Future Perfect Continuous
EXAMPLES:

I will have been teaching English in the internet for over three months by the time it is finished. ACTIVE
English in the internet will have been being taught by me for over three months by the time it is finished. PASSIVE

No Future in Time Clauses


     Like all future forms, the Future Perfect Continuous cannot be used in clauses beginning with "when," "while," "before," "after," "by the time," "as soon as," "until," "if" and "unless".

IMPORTANT��If you do not include a duration such as "for two minutes," "for three days" or "since Saturday", many English speakers choose to use the Future Progressive. There is also a difference in meaning. Compare the examples below.








NOTE: Passive forms of the future Perfect Continuous are not common.








Summary


The Future Perfect Progressive cannot be used in clauses beginning with "when," "while," "before," "after," "by the time," "as soon as," "until," "if" and "unless".


The Future Perfect Progressive is used to express duration before something in the future,    or cause of something in the future.


Passive forms of the future Perfect Continuous are not common.
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
