COURSE TITLE: A.P. Chemistry
COURSE DESCRIPTION: Advanced Placement Chemistry is designed to be the equivalent of the general chemistry courses usually taken during the first college year.  Since it is a college level class, it is significantly more time consuming than the regular high school chemistry class. Students should expect more homework than they receive in the regular class.  They should plan on spending an hour a day reading, doing homework, or reviewing.  Even if there is nothing due the next day, students should be working on AP Chemistry every day.
COURSE EXPECTATIONS, MRS. ENGLBRECHT:  
1. Materials required
a. Paper or notebook for AP Chemistry only
b. Pen or pencil
c. Scientific calculator
d. Textbook when requested
e. Lab notebook when requested
2. Classroom procedure
a. Please be seated and ready to work when the bell rings.
b. Bring required materials daily.
c. Respect others and their property.
d. During labs improper conduct that may jeopardize the safety of other students will not be tolerated.  The offending student will be dismissed from the lab area and will receive a zero grade for the lab.
3. Homework policy
a. Homework will be given regularly.  It is due at the beginning of the period.  After class has started, it will be considered late.
b. I will accept it ONE day late with a parent’s signature, for full credit.  This is limited to twice per quarter.
c. I will accept it up two days late for partial credit.
4. Evaluation/Grading
a. All work will be graded using the Saint Viator grading scale.
b. Test will cover reading assignments, lecture notes, homework, and lab activities.  The test questions will be multiple choice and essay.  There will be a test after most chapters.
c. Homework will be worth five points each.
d. Labs reports are due after lab.  The points will vary depending on the length of each lab.  Each member of the lab group is required to do their own lab report in the lab notebook.
e. Semester exams will be cumulative from the beginning of the year for both semesters.
f. [bookmark: _GoBack]AP exam is given at the beginning of May.  Every student is required to take and complete the AP exam.
g. Cheating is forbidden.  This includes blatant copying and “borrowing” homework.  If a student is caught cheating, the guidelines from the Saint Viator student handbook will be followed.  You should review these policies.
h. The Science Department has a policy of no extra credit.
5. Attendance/Absence
a. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to make up all the work you missed.  You have the same number of days that you were absent to turn in the missing work.  See me before class to get the missing assignments.  Check my Quia page for homework assignments and due dates.
b. If you are absent the day of the test, you are expected to make it up the next day.
c. Missed labs will be made up at the convenience of the teacher.
6. Suggestions
a. Do the assigned reading before attempting the problems related to that reading.
b. Do your homework the night it is assigned, and bring your questions to class the next time we meet.
c. Form study groups with your peers.
d. Everything you do in this class will be graded, so it is important to do every assignment and to turn them in.  Partial credit will be given.
e. Do not throw away your assignments.  They will be handy for studying for the tests, semester exams and the AP test.
f. If there is something that is unclear, ask questions.  Do allow yourself to fall behind.  Getting “caught up” is harder than keeping up.
g. I will be available after school most days to give extra help.
