2) Find three positive consecutive odd integers such that the largest decreased by three times the second is 47 less than the smallest. 

3) Find four consecutive integers whose sum is 110.

4) Find four consecutive integers such that the sum of the second the fourth is 132.

5) Find two consecutive even integers such that twice the smaller is 26 less than three times the larger.

6) The second of three numbers is  one less than the first. The third number is 5 less than twice the second. If the third number exceeds the first number by 12, find all three numbers.
