3) The length of a rectangle is twice the width. If then length is increased by four inches and the width is decreased by 1 inch, a new rectangle is formed whose perimeter is 198 inches. Find the dimensions of the original rectangle. 

4) The length of each side of a regular hexagon is 4 inches less than the length of a side of a square. The perimeter of the hexagon is equal to the perimeter of the square. Find the length of a side of the hexagon and the length of a side of the square. 

5) The area of a triangle is 36 square centimeters. Find the measure of  the altitude drawn to the base when the base is 8 centimeters. 

6) The ABC company charges $75 a day plus $0.05 a mile to rent a car. How many miles did Mr.Edgar drive if he paid $92.40 to rent a car for one day.
