Transitioning to College: Week #2

How are you doing? Do you feel overwhelmed with work? Remember that this course is to help you adjust to the workloads and time commitments that you will have to face in regular college courses. The first week was probably the hardest; you will be able to concentrate better and organize your time a little better each week.

1.You already worked on STUDY SKILLS last week. This week, go to Cannell Library and check out STUDY SKILLS FOR SUCCESS (Zweir & MathesII: Univ. of Michigan Press) in the reserve section. You can use the book at home for 3 days. Read Part I. Do the exercises Lesson 5) in your notebook and check your work using the Answer Key in the back of the text. DO NOT WRITE OR MARK IN THE BOOK!
Also, return the book on time to avoid fines.

2. While you are in the library, do the following:

· Get a copy of the self tour, read the information, and answer the questions. Become acquainted with the library: 


* computer lab and study rooms upstairs


* research computers downstairs
*copy machines


* periodicals


* Reference section: location of dictionaries and career information


* ESL/ENL section 


* audio-visual materials

· Get a library card if you don't have an ASB card (Clark Student photo ID card)

· Meet the reference librarian on duty. Introduce yourself, and say that you are a Transitions student. Ask a question about the library or help in finding some  information.

If you don't have your own log-on and password for Fall Quarter yet, ask a lab assistant in the lab upstairs to help you. (You will need your global pin and Student ID number.) 


3. Learning Styles 

Go to the Learning and Study Skills page. In the Inventories section at the top of the page, click on the 1st link (learning styles). Take the inventory, and print out the results. 
4. Paragraph construction

On the class website, open the Writing page. Scroll down almost to the bottom of the page, to the link Sentence; Paragragh; Essay (actden). Click on Paragraph and study all of the information provided. If your sentence structure is weak, study the Sentence section, also. You have a writing assignment:     


1 narrative paragraph: optional topic 


1 expository paragraph re why you are taking this course


1 descriptive paragraph about a software program that can help you progress toward your goals.

You can also ask to take an interest inventory (free) on a computer there, practice interviews, and access all of the information available on careers.
