Transitioning to College: Week #7

1. Charts, Diagrams & Graphs


Go to the Reading page on the class website. Study the information provided by the links under Charts & Graphs. (You can also look up charts and graphs on Google or another search engine for more information.) Use one of the essays that you have already turned in and corrected. Count the number of each type of error (i.e., articles, subject-verb agreement, pronoun use, word order, word choice, tense formation or use, etc.). Then make a line graph and a pie chart to show the types of errors you make in your written English. Finally, write a paragraph explaining the results seen in the charts. 

2. My Mentor

3. Vocabulary Building


Read the Vocabulary packet, and think about the ways you learn new vocabulary. Have you used the AWL (nobel) site? Take the Version B 2000 level of the tests on that site, and record your score in your notebook (Vocabulary section). Practice using clines, flashcards, analogies or other vocabulary building strategies to increase your word bank. 

4. Speaking/Conversation Skills


We have discussed conversation skills in class, and you have some handouts on the subject. However, the only way that you will master this aspect of English is to get out there and converse, both with native speakers and with others whose first language is not 
English. Remember to include tag questions and other turn-taking strategies. Follow the general steps in carrying out a conversation. When someone asks you a question, give a short answer and then an expanded answer that helps the conversation along. Push yourself to be sociable, smile and start up a conversation with strangers if you are waiting in line or are in a meeting or social gathering, beginning with small talk. Remind yourself every morning before you go out that this is an important assignment for YOU, not for Susan, and I hope that at the end of each day, you will grade yourself on how well you have worked at improving your conversational skills.
