III. 5-paragraph essay on portfolio topic


Follow the research paper steps before you start your essay. Read the writing packet contents carefully. In your portfolio, you must include evidence of brainstorming, outlining, and a rough draft, besides the final essay. Like the oral presentation, it is very useful to share your ideas with someone else when you have finished the rough draft. Read it to your friend(s) and ask for feedback. Is your organization of the main points easy to follow? Do you have examples or clear explanations of unfamiliar ideas/words? Do your listeners have any questions/comments/ideas on how it could be more interesting? Give yourself a couple of days to reread the rough draft and think about how you could improve it before you write the final version of your essay. Type the rough draft on the computer, and the editing and proofreading will be much easier.
