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Camelia may benefit from participating in Reader’s Theater, RAFT and other role playing activities.  She will be speaking from text rather than her original work.  This is so she can become more comfortable in front of larger groups.
Camelia’s two sisters attend our feeder middle school and are both A2s. Camelia is picked up from aftercare around 4:00 PM.  She waits to complete her homework at home so her sisters can help.
Camelia is more comfortable when speaking in both homogeneous and heterogeneous groups.  She is very shy when asked to speak to the whole class.
Give her connecting/transition words to expand her sentences.  Provide Camelia with monitoring prompts to include academic language to complete in her math and reading journals.
She loves writing about her family and personal life.  Camelia can produce simple narrative and expository text.
Build on her strong reading and writing skills.  Provide opportunities to share writing with a pair or small group.
Can Do Descriptor instructional level based on teacher observation:

She should be exposed to books at her grade level and interest through listening stations, modeled reading and shared reading.
