Français I – Ma Famille

Summary:  
Students will present their families (real or fictitious), themselves included, to the class.  Students will need to talk in French about the family members and show pictures or illustrations of each one.
Method of Presentation:
Students may choose from among the methods below, of use another unmentioned format, as long as it helps to accomplish their goal.

· Students may bring pictures to be held up during the presentation.

· Students may out pictures into a Power Point presentation, to be narrated live in class.

· Students may create posters showing the pictures or drawings of family members.

Details:

Each student will have a maximum of three minutes to make the presentation to the class

As you make your presentation, your audience will need to see the person you are describing.  Be sure to have pictures.
Your description will be delivered in French.  Include as many details as possible.  The more you speak, the better.  You will want to begin each description with, for example, Voici ma soeur, or C’est ma mère.  

Information that you should include what you see in the list below.  If you’re not sure, guess, but be realistic  (Don’t say your uncle is 175 years old, for example).  That’s better than saying, “I don’t know ....”  Remember, for such projects, your ability to communicate is more important than the facts.

· The person’s name

· How he/she is related to you

· His/her age 

· What he/she likes to do

· Describe him/her physically (see page 139 for adjectives; use the verb être)*
· Describe his/her personality (see page 165 for adjectives; use the verb être)*
· Tell what he/she likes to do, eat.  

· Tell where he/she likes to go (to go = aller) and why, if it makes sense.

· Anything else you can think of and handle.

*  = Remember that adjective must agree with the nouns they modify.

 Marie est intelligente et sportive.
As mentioned above, your presentation does not have to be factual.  You can describe your real family, pets, friends, etc.  If you prefer, you may add more family members, replace family members, mix real with pretend ... The options are limitless and YOU decide.  You may use pictures of your family members, of celebrities, athletes, politicians, or of whomever you want.  The most important aspect of the presentation is how well you choose your words and how well you speak.  Be sure to refer to the rubric so you know what is expected.
