	governor of endocrine (hunger, thirst, body temp, aggression, sexual behavior)
	



	Pituitary Gland
	master gland (most # of hormones); human growth hormone production
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	Thyroid
	Produces thyroxin, regulates metabolism (over active = high metabolism)
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	Parathyroid
	controls Calcium in blood tissue
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	Adrenal Glands
	fight or flight (epinephrine, norepinephrine)
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	Gonads
	M:testosterone, F:estrogen (both have both); puberty; secondary sex characteristic development
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	Pineal Gland
	pea sized (near limbic system), releases melatonin in the dark (puts you to sleep)…SAD correlates with too much melatonin in the blood
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Note: There are other parts (pancreas, kidneys…)
