Step 1:   sketch your floor plan and look up vocabulary to accurately label each room; remember to use definite articles! Use on-line DICTIONARIES (Wörterbücher) but NO TRANSLATORS!!

Step 2:  transfer your floor plan (overhead view or cut-away side view or a combination), with vocabulary labels, to poster board so that you can share with the class. Remember to use Der, Die, Das!!!

Step 3:  locate or create pictures to illustrate the furnishings in each room of your home. Remember to use definite articles!!Put the illustrations together as a booklet and organize by rooms.  Be wary of too much repetition (e.g. no need to list der Stuhl for every chair in every room!) SHOW WHAT YOU KNOW ~ but keep it simple!
Step 4:  

write a description of your dream house.  Is it big or small. Is it a condo, apt., townhouse or single-family house?  List its special features. Tell where it is located.  Tell who lives there. Tell when you live there, present time or sometime in the future?

Grading Rubric/ General Descriptions:

100 %- 90%         This project reflects a “best effort” and includes all basic vocabulary necessary to describe a standard home and its furnishings; it also includes special features and the appropriate target language vocabulary to describe them.  The presentation of this project includes a poster with a floor plan and a furniture booklet with a variety of appropriate furnishings accurately labeled in the target language and organized by rooms. This project and the presentation (both written and spoken) demonstrate creativity and attention to detail and could include references to GERMAN CULTURE.  The project is completed in a timely fashion.

89% to 80%         Same as above but with minor errors in labeling, in written/spoken presentation and some minor omissions.

79% to 70%         Same as above but with significant errors and omissions, but still meeting the basic requirement of a floor plan on a poster with an accompanying booklet of furnishings to reflect a standard home.  May be late.

69% or below

This project meets minimal requirements but lacks creativity, neatness and features several errors and/omissions. The project may be late.
