verb group, determined by last letter of stem. The (present tense) stem of a verb of the first conjugation ends in –ā, of the second conjugation in –ē.

stem 
the part of a word that (almost) never changes

present tense stem
the stem used for the present tense; usually, the second principal part (=present infinitive) without –re
present tenses
the tenses that use the present tense stem: present, imperfect, and future
ending
at the end of verb, the letter(s) that indicate(s) person and number
imperfect tense  infix
the letters –ba- that indicate imperfect tense; placed after the stem and before the verb ending
future tense infix
the letters –bi- (or –b- for 1. s. or –bu- for 3. pl.) that indicate future tense; placed after the stem and before the verb ending
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
