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1. Wild and Scenic Rivers Act of 1968- Act to protect rivers of scenic, recreational, geological, wildlife, historical, or cultural importance from being widened, dammed, or destroyed.

2. Land and Water Conservation Fund Act of 1965- act which sets aside funds for planning and acquiring land and water areas for outdoor recreational use. Also for construction and management of these facilities.

3. Species Conservation Act of 1966,69- Act to give more help to species in peril of going extinct. Banned the importation of these species. Also conserves the natural habitat of threatened or endangered species.

4. National Wildlife Refuge System Act (66,76, 78) – Managed by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, this act makes sure the refuge system is properly managed. (Wildlife refuges, protected areas, and preservation of protected fish and animals)

5. Nuclear Waste Policy Act of 1982 – developed to offer a source of disposal for radioactive waste and used nuclear fuel, as well as establishing a research and growth program.

6. Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Control Act of 72, (88)- Provides Federal control over pesticides supply, sale, and use. Farmers and companies must register when purchasing pesticides. EPA must also licence all pesticides.

7. Food Quality Protection Act of 1996: guarantees levels of pesticide residues meet public health inspection standards. Requires EPA to protect infants and children from pesticides in food and water, and from indoor contact.

8. Soil and Water Conservation Act of 1977: Continuing appraisal of US soil, water and other resources. Provides also for a soil and water conservation program.

9. Federal Land Policy and Management Act of 1976: Public lands owned by the Federal Government must be retained and managed for the public.

10. Coastal Development act of 1990: Money will be granted to coastal locations with damage to fish, wildlife, or natural resources.

11. Surface Mining Control and Reclamation Act of 1977: Provided health compensation to miners and sets controls on coal dust, methane gas, escapeways, roofing, wiring, and other mining hazards.

12. National Energy Act: enacted to improve energy security and environmental quality to help protect public health and the environment.

13. National Appliance Energy Conservation Act of 1987: Sets energy efficiency standards for appliances.

14. Waste Reduction Act of 1990: Limits waste intake. Companies going over the limit can be held liable.

15. Hazardous Materials Transportation Act of 1975: Strict regulations for the safe transport of hazardous wastes.

16. Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1984: Puts state and local government in charge of managing non-hazardous solid waste. Established a Federal Program for managing Hazardous Waste from the cradle to the grave. Regulates underground storage tanks containing petroleum or other hazardous substances.

17. Pollution Prevention Act of 1990: Mandates the source reduction and waste management of all toxic and hazardous substances. EPA collects data on amounts treated, disposed of, recycled, recovered or released.

18. Solid Waste Disposal Act of 1965: Gives financial, technical, and leadership assistance in developing and applying new methods to reduce the amount of waste and provide proper waste disposal practices.

19. Clean Air Act (1975): Regulates air emissions from area stationary and mobile sources. States were given deadlines to meet standards. 1990 legislation addressed additional problems such as acid rain, ozone depletion, and air toxics. 

20. Ocean Dumping Ban Act of 1988: Makes it unlawful for any person to dump, or transport (for the purpose of dumping) sewage sludge or industrial waste into ocean waters.

21. Clean Water Act of 1987: Federal protection of waterways. Goal is to eliminate sources of pollution and have waters healthy enough for swimming and fishing.Guidelines for ID of causes and clean up of polluted areas.

22. Safe Drinking Water Act of 1996: Enacted to make consumers aware of dangerous water and give ways to prevent water contamination. Funding plans for water treatment included.

23. Energy Policy and Conservation act of 1975: Established corporate average fuel economy standards for new cars.

24. Environmental Education Act of 1990: Established a program within the EPA to help increase public understanding of the environment. Program awards grant to train teachers and supports fellowships for Environmental careers.

25.
International Environmental Protection Act of 1983:
Gives the president the authority to assist in protecting and maintaining wildlife habitats.

26.
National Environmental Policy Act of 1969:
Required an environmental assessment of federally funded projects and what effects they might cause to the environment.

27.
Endangered Species Act of 73,82,85,88:
These acts provided programs to protect endangered or threatened species, of which currently 632 species are endangered, 190 threatened.

28.
Fish and Wildlife Conservation Act of 1980:
This act allocated money to the states to provide conservation efforts for nongame fish and wildlife. It did not forbid killing any species or influencing a habitat; but did more or less reduce the levels of killing an destruction.
