Requirements:

· Each group will be placing their pictures and information onto the board
· Every group member is responsible for finding one picture to match their topic.

Each group must complete all parts of each task.  

All seven choices must be completed.  (Groups of 3 must complete five choices)

1. Poem –

a. Print out one poem about the Oregon Trail and place it on the poster.  Type one paragraph (6-8 sentences) describing the themes of the poem and how it relates to the Oregon Trail.

b. Create and type your own original poem about the Oregon Trail having a minimum of eight lines, and two literary elements (simile, metaphor, personification, and alliteration).
2. Song –

a. Print out one song about the Oregon Trail and place it on the poster.  Type one paragraph (6-8 sentences) describing the theme(s) of the song and how the song relates to the Oregon Trail.
3. Diary Entry –

a.
Print out a diary entry related to the Oregon Trail and place it on the poster.  If it is long, print the first 2 pages only.  Type one paragraph (6-8 sentences) summarizing the diary entry in your own words!
b.
Pretend to be one of the real people who had experiences on the Oregon Trail.  Type an original diary entry from that person’s point of view.  The Diary entry must be two paragraphs long (6-8 sentences for each paragraph).
4. Newspaper Article – 

a. Create and type an original newspaper article about a person or event from the Oregon Trail.  The article must be two paragraphs long (6-8 sentences for each paragraph).
     5.   Interview-

     a. 
Create and type an imaginary interview between yourself and a person from the Oregon Trail vocab/people requirement list.  You must include at least 7 facts related to that person’s life.  The interview must be at least one typed page long, 14 font, and double (2.0) spaced.

     6.  Map-
a.
Print a blank map of the United States, and draw one of the routes along the Oregon Trail.  Label all states and territories the route passed through.   

b.   Label important landforms such as rivers, lakes, and mountains.
     7.  Biography-
                a.
Type a biography about a person from the Oregon Trail vocab/people requirement list.  The biography must be three paragraphs long (6-8 sentences for each paragraph).  It must be written in your own words.  Be sure to include date of birth, date of death, accomplishments, and important facts about his/her life.
