Ceramics is beginning level art classes open to all grade levels. Ceramic clay projects include hand building construction methods and potter’s wheel throwing methods. Students will also learn about ceramic arts and artists throughout art history, taking notes. Students will also investigate classical, modern and contemporary ceramic artists and ceramic construction techniques. Included in the ceramic course will be traditional ceramic clays and glazes and a unit on man-made polymer clays, construction methods and projects. Students will study shape and form in clay using the Elements of Art and Principles of Design. Students will complete two dimensional and three dimensional works of art in clay.  Ceramics project works will include functional pieces as well as aesthetically made work. Students will learn ceramic techniques, tools and terms.  Students will look at artists and projects in Scholastic Art Magazine. Students will complete a daily ceramic sketchbook page, ceramic skill building practices and projects. Students will be graded on creativity, ceramic knowledge, skill building/practice, class participation, projects, artwork display and tests and quizzes. 
Additional information: Mrs. Anderson was a ceramic artist; she shared a studio with Gini Bingham on highway 11 sold ceramic pieces a Gallery 9, a contemporary art gallery in Fosco, N.C.   Mrs. Anderson also taught beginning ceramics at Virginia Intermont College with Dr. Marvin Tadlock. Mrs. Anderson has provided her own Shimpo potter’s wheel and Slab rolling machine for the class, a ceramic kiln in the classroom fires student works.
