Studio art classes are some of my favorite classes to teach. There is nothing better that getting your hands dirty as a result of creative expression. Hopefully, you will enjoy being in this class as much as I will enjoy teaching it!
This class is all about you, your interests and ideas. While the general outline of the year has been determined, lessons are not set in stone. They will be determined based upon the needs of the class. Students in art studio classes do their own research for projects, choosing artists and artworks that will influence their projects. Students will choose a theme they would like to explore.  Students will express their theme with 3 or more projects using the general units category listed below. Students are required to complete a paper on their research and information learned stating resources used at the end of each project, this will be graded as your test on the project unit.  Student are expected to utilize the entire class time and follow classroom rules. In order for me to get a better sense of your interests, strengths and areas where you would like to improve, please take a moment and write down what you would like to concentrate on this semester
Students in the Art III and IV will be given the opportunity to create artworks using diverse media, which will incorporate the Elements and Principles of Design. Their art works will express personal interpretations of the world around them through direct observation and their imagination. Students will make critical judgments about their own artwork and the artwork of others using appropriate art language. Artworks from a range of cultures and times will be discussed and analyzed in oral and written forms. Students are required to complete a paper on their research and information learned stating resources used, graded as a test grade.
Here is a list the general units with a list of possible materials for each theme category. 
1. •Drawing- Chalk pastels, oil pastels, charcoal, pen and ink, colored pencils, graphite pencils, markers, oil sticks
2. •Painting- Watercolor, oil, acrylic
3. •Printmaking- Etching,  woodcut, screen printing, monotype
4. •Sculpture/Ceramics- Clay, found objects/recycled materials, fabric, paper
