Forming plurals:


You already know that a noun forms its plural by adding the ending listed at the end of the word in the dictionary or vocabulary list.  E.g. der Bleistift, -e – the pencil:  Bleistift = pencil and Bleistifte = pencils.


There is one other step.  All nouns, be they der, die, or das words (masculine, feminine, or neuter, respectively) change to die when forming the plural in addition to adding the plural ending.  Examples:

· der Kuli, -s – Der Kuli ist neu. = The pen is new. – Die Kulis sind neu. = The pens are new

· die Uhr,-en – Die Uhr ist kaputt. = The clock is broken. – Die Uhren sind kaputt. = The clocks are broken.

· das Mädchen, - – Das Mädchen läuft schnell. = The girl runs fast. – Die Mädchen laufen schnell. = The girls run fast.

Your new vocabulary word, die Leute, is ALREADY plural, so requires a plural form of the verb.  E.g.  Die Leute gehen nach Hause. = The people are going home.

Forming Comparatives of Adjectives:

English is tricky here.  We can say:  faster, prettier, older, etc…but we can’t say “ntelligenter”without sounding unintelligent.  We would have to say “more intelligent”.

German is easier.  In German, we always add –er.  Intelligenter, is therefore, perfectly good German.


This is, however, one extra step.  Adjectives of one syllable that have an umlautable vowel, will usually get an umlaut in addition to the –er ending.  E.g.:


alt = old

alter = older


jung = young

jünger = younger

Negating Nouns:

German uses the word kein to negate a noun and NOT “nicht ein”.  Kein will receive the same endings that ein would in the same circumstance.  In our stories this chapter we have seen the following:


Mike hat keine Frau. = Mike doesn’t have a wife./Mike has no wife.


Carol hat keinen Mann. = Carol doesn’t have a husband/has no husband.


Günter hat keine Haare. = Günter doesn’t have any hair/has no hair.

To say that someone doesn’t have a book, it would therefore be more correct in German to say:  Er hat kein Buch than Er hat ein Buch nicht.
