Notizen

I.  Leute, Weihnachten, and Geschwister are already plural and thus require a plural verb and the article die.

II.  Versatile macht (does/makes) – Used in a LOT of expressions, such as:  Was machst du? – What are you doing?

III.  werfen / wirft (throw / to throw) – Another stem changing verb.  Although the vowel changes in the 2nd and 3rd personal singular forms, notice that the verb endings remain the same.

IV.  Kakao (hot chocolate) – You usually don’t need to say “heißer Kakao” – just Kakao is fine

V.  Weihnachten – Dec. 24th, 25th, & 26th

A.  December 24th – Christmas Eve, gifts exchanged with immediate family brought by der Weihnachtsmann in the North or by das Kristkind in the South.  “Santa” comes during the day while the kids are at church.


B.  December 25th – Christmas Day spent with extended family with a nice big dinner traditionally consisting of a goose.


C.  December 26th – Also a federal holiday, but this is a day spent more with friends after having met the family obligations.


D.  Weihnachten is technically a neuter noun (a das word), but more frequently occurs in the plural.  E.g.  One more often hears “letzte Weihnachten”  and “frohe Weihnachten”  than “letztes Weihnachten”  or „frohes Weihnachten“.
VI.  Nikolaustag – December 6th: St. Nicholas comes with Knecht Ruprecht.  Children leave out their shoes rather than stockings.  Good kids get treats, the bad get coal or a Peiche (stick) with which to be beaten.

VII.  Celsius

A. - 0 – 10 Grad = kalt

B. 11 – 20 Grad = kühl

C. 21 – 30 Grad = warm

D. 31 + Grad = heiß
