Pluralization Review:

· Most nouns that end in –e pluralize with –n

· Any feminine –in noun (like “Lehrerin”) will pluralize with –nen.

· Any noun ending in –chen or –lein (always a das word) adds no ending in the plural

Rule of Fist (Faustregel)

· The conjugated verb will always come in the 2nd position.

· The first position answers only one question:  Wer?  Wo? usw.

· z.B.  “Zuerst hat Sabine Geschichte.”

School System:

· All German children go to Kindergarten

· This leads to the Grundschule (grades 1 -4)

· From the Grundschule students are separated into one of three schools as follows:

1.  Hauptschule – least academic and paired with practical experience and job training in three sectors of the economy.  No further schooling needed after graduation.

2.  Realschule – more academic than the Hauptschule, but also paired with pracitical experience on the job.  Upon graduation, students will need further schooling and experience gained in the Berufsschule
3.  Gymnasiusm – highly academic, no practical training.  Leads to the Abitur (more advanced than our most advanced diploma) which is required to go to university.  Currenlty consists of grades 5 – 13, although grade 13 is soon to be done away with, and thus school hours will increase to make up for the lost year.
