2. When both the indirect and direct object pronouns begin with “l”, the indirect object pronoun changes to “se”.



Eg. I bought it for her.

instead of

3. If the direct and /or the indirect object pronoun(s) accompany a verb consisting of a conjugated part and an infinitive or a conjugated part and a gerundio (present participle), the pronouns may precede the conjugated verb or may follow and be attached to the the infinitive or the gerundio.

Eg. El me lo va a preparar. 
or 
El va a preparármelo.

El me lo está preparando. 

or
El está preparándomelo.
(Note that in the second alternative an accent is required to maintain the original stess on the infinitive or the gerundio.)

4. If the direct and / or indirect object pronoun(s) accompany a command, the pronouns must follow the command and be attached to it.


Eg. Cómprate la camisa. ¡Cómpratela!

¡Dímelo tú! 
(Note the need for the accent again.)
