Assignment #1: 
Summary and response essay 

After carefully reading Beth Skwarecki’s  “Mad science: Deconstructing bunk reporting in 5 steps” article, you will write a summary response essay. This essay will consist of at least 3 paragraphs that summarize the main ideas of your reading, written for an audience who has not read your article, and a conclusion paragraph that is a detailed (at least 3 points addressed) response to this reading (your opinion). This assignment is a formal essay. You will create your own title, outline and thesis statement (which sums up what the readings says and does),  and also an introduction that utilizes one of the strategies covered in EN111. 
	The essay will follow an outline that we will work on together in class and you will refine it before you start writing. You will have to outline your response paragraph on your own, making sure you raise at least 3 points in it.  
	You will use a variety of attributive verbs in your summary to remind the reader that it is a summary, and you will not use the exact same words from the article (paraphrasing). This is hard to do, but we will work on it in class together. If you find something that you particularly like the way it is worded in the article, use it as a quote in your summary (quoted words should be between “”, with a signal sentence before and a closure sentence after, smoothly blended in your sentence).
	Your conclusion paragraph will include your response to this reading, expressing your agreement, disagreement, related personal experience, what you learned from the reading or your general impression. Make sure that this paragraph is also well-developed and carefully crafted. You will list the article in the end of your paper as your Reference in APA format. (We will do it together in class).
	In this essay, you will show your ability to
· generate interest and provide background for your article as well as name the writer and title clearly and correctly
· develop a thesis sentence  from your annotations (notes)
· elaborate the thesis in paragraphs that summarize, paraphrase or quote ideas from your article as needed
· acknowledge your source and embed information correctly in your sentences
· use paraphrasing and quotes properly as needed
· use verbs of attribution with variety
· respond to reading in a conclusion paragraph
