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Write a 50-word SUMMARY of  Beth Skwarecki’s “Mad science.” Make sure it covers the reading well, names the writer and the title, and is concise. That is, do not use filler words like “thing,” “problem,” but search for  “power words.” Power words are precise and contain a lot of information in one word. For example, words like “claims,” “argues,”  “challenges,”  are more powerful than words like “says,” or “thinks.”
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 Choose a sentence you would like to QUOTE from “Mad science.” Write a couple of sentences before the quote that would introduce it properly. Then write a few sentences after the quote that explains the quote and wraps up the section.(See  Hacker, pp.163-165).
3. Use the APA documentation pages from Hacker’s style manual (pp. 173-177). Prepare an end of paper reference for “Mad science” in a proper APA reference format.
