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WRITING AN ABSTRACT:
An abstract in an APA-style paper is a 100-120-word paragraph that is on the second page of the paper, after the cover page. The abstract provides your reader with a quick overview of what’s in your essay, and it summarizes your main idea (thesis) and the supporting details. It may also include suggestions (What should be done?), implications (What does this mean? What consequences are expected?) or applications (How can we use this knowledge in our life?)
	In accordance with academic style, the abstract
· does not use the word “I,” but says “this paper,” or “this essay” instead.
· uses powerful content verbs like “this essay argues that …,” “this paper examines/expresses concern about/presents information about” etc.
· avoids subjective evaluative terms “this paper is very interesting” and focuses on descriptive terms like “this paper presents 3 reasons why consumers should be aware of lead in toys”

WRITING: After finishing your peer review, write an abstract about the paper you just read. Turn one copy in and give one copy to your writer.
