Objective(s):
Learners will be able to:

· create a grammatically correct dialogue in Latin using appropriate greetings and personal inquiries.
Materials Needed:

· computer with internet connection for each student (i.e., computer lab)
· microphones and earphones
· URL address for Go!Animate site (or bookmark this site in advance for students)
· handout with basic directions to get students started with Go!Animate
Activity Agenda:

1. Review the rubric for all dialogue requirements and be sure to adhere to them.
2. Begin by brainstorming and creating a rough draft of your Latin dialogue.  Decide what your characters’ names will be, and what they will say.  You may either write out your draft by hand or you may type it up using Word (or other word processing program).
2. Hand in your draft for teacher approval BEFORE creating your video.  Make corrections to your draft based on teacher feedback.
3. Open up your web browser and copy/paste in the address http://goanimate.com/studio.
4. Choose an app from the Go!Animate studio page and begin creating your video.  
5. When you have finished your video, preview it.  Make any necessary changes to your video before publishing it.
You will share your finished video with the class!

Step #3:


Click on the microphone icon, wait for the red record button to appear, then begin recording the dialogue for your first character.  You may play back your recording, and redo if necessary.  You will complete this step for each line of dialogue.





Step #5:


Once you’ve finished entering in the clue information, click on “Save TerraClue”.  To go to your next clue, click on “Add TerraClue”.  Repeat steps 1-5 for each clue.





























Step #3:


Write a description of the place for your first clue.

















Step #2:


Click on the map to place a marker on the place you want to hide (you may need to zoom in).





Step #4:


In addition to a written clue, you can also provide a picture and a link for further information.  Also, don’t forget to provide the answer for your clue!





Step #1:


Provide basic information about your hunt.

Now, fill in the information about the first specific event on your timeline.  Here you can include a web site link, an image, and a video clip, in addition to the more basic information.
