Course Title:  Physics
[bookmark: _GoBack]Course Description:  The Physics course is meant to provide background in the following areas: measurement, forces and motion, waves, electrical circuits, and selected topics in Modern Physics. The goal of the course is to increase scientific knowledge and prepare students for a career in a technical field. The laboratory activities provide individual and small group experiments for familiarization with laboratory materials and techniques, the collection and analysis of data, and the correlation of textbook and classroom experiences. You will be exposed to flipped classroom, Parallel Programing, Electron and Force Microscopy, PHet Computer Simulations, Quia, KNex, Ένα λεπτό φυσικής (One Minute Physics), Exel, Word, Power Point, Prezi, Слово дня (Words of the Day), Problème du Jour (Problem of the Day), Material Science and 折紙 (Origami.)  Students must possess strong algebra skills. Homework will be assigned on a daily basis.

Attendance:                                                                                                                                                                          MAKE-UP WORK:  It is the responsibility of the student to complete his or her make-up work.  Daily assignments are available in a designated spot and listed on the whiteboard.  You must return the make-up work in the designated time frame and/or arrange to make-up the test missed in the designated time frame.
1. Excused Absences: With regard to make-up work, an excused absence permits the students to make up the work for credit. Students will be given one day to make up their work for each day of absence. Work which was previously assigned and due on an absence day is due on the day of return.  Excused absences on test days will allow the student to make-up the test.
2. Unexcused Absences: Students are not allowed to make up assignments or tests which are missed due to unexcused absences.  These include cutting/skipping class or arriving well after the bell.
